 SAS is re launching their flights for Delhi – Copenhagen – Delhi after 
five years starting 28th October 08. 

 
 Air India has announced its plans of resuming operations to Yangon 
from Kolkata starting October 3, this year. The flights had been 
suspended from May, owing to bad weather conditions and relitively 
less passenger load.
